In the United Kingdom and the USA dinner is the main meal of the day, eaten either in the middle of the day or in the evening. It’s also called supper or tea. It is usually a meal of a meat or fish dish or a salad, followed by a dessert. Tea, meaning a main meal for adults, is used especially in Scotland and Ireland; supper and dinner are more widely used in England and Wales. Dinner sounds more formal than supper, and guests generally receive invitations to “dinner” but not to “supper”. In the USA the evening meal is called dinner and is usually eaten around 6 or 6.30 p.m. In many families, both in Britain and the USA, family members eat at different times and rarely sit down at the table together.
